The Legacy Fund at Riverbend United Church  Riverbend
United Church is extremely fortunate to have received a
significant gift from the estate of Leslie Berezowski that has
been invested with and managed by the United Church of
Canada Foundation.  This enabled the congregation to
establish an endowment fund for the purpose of providing
enriching ministry to the Riverbend United community through
funded projects. The interest from the endowment is used to
fund the projects. 

Two different grants are available for congregation members
to apply for to fund projects: an Opportunity Fund mostly used
for one-time payment projects and the Legacy Fund for
projects requiring funds over two years. An example of two-
year funding would be to pay the salary of a program or project
facilitator. The amounts available for Opportunity and Legacy
projects vary according to awards made or committed to and
the annual return on investment.

The Legacy Committee can be consulted regarding current
award amounts and to obtain application forms. The
committee works with applicants to assist them in preparing
applications that are fundable. Applications are thoroughly
reviewed by the Legacy Committee. Those that meet their
criteria and standards are approved for funding and forwarded
to the Official Board who makes the final decision regarding
funding approval. 

Donations to the Endowment are very welcome; as the
Endowment grows, so will the new ministry RUC can provide to
our Riverbend community.
